Data Sources & Methods Live births were identified in DMAS claims data from 2017 to
2022 and the length of continuous coverage in any Medicaid

Policies increasing coverage access, like Virginia's postpartum coverage extension,
substantially improve the duration of continuous Medicaid coverage after giving birth.
